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BEHOLD, THE KING COMES!

Jerusalem was filled with excitement! Jews
from all over the world were coming to the
great city for the annual celebration of
Passover. One “Visitor”, however was causing
the greatest stir among the peoples. JESUS
OF NAZARETH WAS COMING!

it was a curious crowd that greeted Christ as
He entered Jerusalem, seated on a donkey
like the prophets of old foretold. St. John's
account of Palm Sunday mentions that many
wanted to see the Lord because they had
heard of His raising of Lazarus from the dead. Still others wanted to get a glimpse
of the Man they hoped would lead them in a political revolt that would free them
from the yoke of Roman oppression. No wonder Jesus was greeted with frenzied
cries of “HOSANNA IN THE HIGHEST!” As the throng welcomed Him as the
“King of the Israel”, they spread palms and branches in His path as a way of
paying homage to Him.

The joyfulness of the crowd is greatly contrasted by the sadness depicted on the
face of our Lord in the traditional lcon of Palm Sunday. He knows that His
supporters will soon become detractors and that the cries of CRUCIFY HIM! will
soon replace the shouts of adulation that echo along the streets of the Holy City.
Above all, Christ understands few if any of His followers realize that His Kingdom
is not of this world.

In like manner, the liturgical mood of the Church will change dramatically in the
next few hours. The somber time of Holy Week will rapidly be upon us. As we
enter these solemn days, may we place before our King all that we hold precious
in our lives and submit ourselves completely to Him. Only then can we experience
the true significance of His joyful Resurrection from the dead.
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HOW TO PUT TOGETHER A "TRADITIONAL" BASKET FOR PASKA
Among our people, the custom of bringing a basket to Church on the Sunday of the
Resurrection is an age old tradition. It stems from the desire of the Christian Community
to ask God's blessing on the food that will break the Great Fast (Lent) and Holy Week and
from which they have abstained from during this period. The religious significance
attached to the foods eaten are symbolic of Christ Himself, our true Passover (Paska in
Greek, Church Slavonic and Ukrainian). The
prohibition of certain foods during Lent, namely,
meat and dairy products, naturally become the
main staple during the festive time of the
Resurrection celebration. Listed here are foods
that are traditionally placed in a wicker basket and
brought to the Church for the Resurrection Matins
after which the great blessing takes place and then
people take their foods home to be enjoyed by the
whole family. It should be noted that if you have
abstained from these foods during Lent and
especially Holy Week, they will have a very special
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taste on Paskal!

PASKA - The Bread for the Resurrection - A sweet yeast bread rich in eggs, butter, etc.
symbolic of Christ Himself who is our true bread. Usually a round loaf baked with a
golden crust decorated with a symbol indicative of Christ. Sometimes a Cross is placed on
top of the dough encircled by a plait giving it a crowned effect or abbreviations for the
name of Christ, namely: IC XC; XC (IC XC = Jesus Christ; XC = Christ) or XB; (Christ is
Risen!).

HAM - (SHINKA) The flesh meat popular with our people as the main dish because of its
richness and symbolic of the greater joy and abundance of Paska. Some may prefer lamb
or veal (lamb, the symbol of the Passover Lamb which is Christ). This meat is usually
roasted or cooked as well as other meats so that the festivity of the day will not be
burdened with preparation and all may enjoy the Feast.

SAUSAGE - (KOLBASSA) - a spicy, garlicky sausage of pork products. Indicative of
God's favor and generosity.

BACON - (SLANYNA) - a piece of uncooked bacon cured with spices. Symbolic of the
overabundance of God's mercy towards us.



CHEESE - (HRUDKA) - a custard type cheese shaped like a ball and having a rather
bland but sweet taste indicative of the moderation that Christians should have in all things.
Also, creamed cheese is placed in a small dish and both are decorated in symbols out of

cloves or pepper balls.

HORSERADISH - (HREEN) - Horseradish mixed with grated red beets. It is symbolic
of the passion of Christ still in our minds but sweetened with some sugar because of the
Resurrection.

SALT - (SYL) - A condiment necessary for flavor reminds the Christian of his duty to
others.

EGGS - (PYSANKY) - hard-boiled eggs brightly decorated with symbols and markings
made with beeswax. Indicative of new life and Resurrection.

These articles are placed in a wicker basket and a light colored pastel ribbon or bow is tied
to the handle. A decorated candle is placed in the basket and is lit at the time of blessing.
A linen cover usually embroidered with an Icon of the Risen Christ or the words "Christ is
Risen" is placed over the food. In some places a large Paska (Bread) is made and brought
separately in a large linen cloth. Also, a sweet wine, if the origin of the people was from a
wine growing area.

THE HOLY MYSTERY OF CONFESSION
Confession is a holy Mystery of the Church which leads us to spiritual growth
and change. Perhaps we need a few practical reasons to consider the Mystery of
Confession during this season of Holy Week:
Take time to take stock of your life. Examine your conduct and actions against
the Ten Commandments (see Deuteronomy 5:6-21) or the eight Beatitudes (see
Matthew 5:1-11) or another guide for good Christian living. Are you a better
person than you were at the time of your last confession or have you slipped into
some bad habits? Do you see patterns of harshness or negative attitudes toward
God, your faith or your neighbors?
Admit your failings humbly. Confessing your sins to a priest can be hard. Even
more difficult is looking in the mirror and admitting that you are not perfect. Don't
be discouraged. Remember that even the greatest of Saints struggled each day
to overcome their human imperfections. You can grow and become a better
Christian, too, with God's help.



Experience the mercy of God. Many Orthodox Christians who go to confession
spend too much time listing their sins and not enough time reflecting on the
merciful love of our Lord and Savior. Read how Jesus helped sinners: Matthew
9:9-13) and how He forgave and healed the paralyzed man (Luke 5:17-26). See
how Jesus treated the repentant woman (Luke 7:36-50) and the person caught in
adultery (John 8:1-8). Read chapter 15 of Luke's Gospel to learn about Jesus’
concern for the lost. Imagine that the Lord is speaking directly to you in these
accounts and promising you forgiveness.

Seek God's forgiveness and the forgiveness of others. The Lord's
forgiveness is assured if we come to Him in confession truly sorry for our sins.
Use this same occasion to seek forgiveness from family members, friends and
neighbors that you have hurt by your unkind thoughts, words and actions.

Devise a plan of growth. Don't try to change every area of your life all at once.
Just select one or two things that can make you a better person. Then check
each day top see how well you are following your new plans.

Welcome God'’s grace and peace. On your own you cannot achieve salvation or
improve your life. You need the grace and help of the Lord. Realize that Christ
journeys with you through the struggles, trials and temptations of life. Hear the
Lord say: “| forgive you. Go in peace and know that | am with you always”.

Seeing the many ways that confession can be and is a positive experience, |
hope that you will find time to celebrate the Mystery of Confession during this holy
season. Confessions will be heard before and after all services (except Pascha).




“Behold, the Hour Is at Hand”

The greatest “drama” in the history of mankind is about to be re-lived this week by
our Holy Orthodox Church: Christ's Passion. As we walk the painful path to
Golgotha with our Savior in the days that lie ahead, we will witness treachery and
deceit at every step. Judas will betray his Master for thirty pieces of silver. The
high priests and other religious leaders will distort the truth, bringing false charges
against the Son of God for the sole purpose of putting Him to death. Pilate will
give in to the demands of a raging crowd, handing Christ over to them for
crucifixion, even though, in his own words, e could find “no fault in Him" (John
19:4). And who can forget the cowardly actions of the Apostle Peter who will deny
that he even KNEW the man Who had made such a difference in his lifel

Acts of faith and courage will also be brought tio light as the story of Christ's
Passion unfolds. Simon of Cyrene will help carry His Cross through the city
streets to the site of our Lord’s unjust execution. The Apostle John will remain
loyal until the end. Joseph of Arimathea will give our Lord's wounded and sacred
Body a proper burial. Mary Magdalene and several other women will do their part
in seeing that Christ will be anointed in the manner prescribed by Jewish Law as
He is placed in the tomb.

Jesus the Christ, the central figure in Holy Week's dramatic events, will endure
everything without question or complaint. “As a spotless lamb, silent before its
shearer, he spoke not a word” (Isaiah 53:7). As we pass through these “days of
darkness” may we always remember our Savior's words to those He encountered
on the road to Emmaus: “Did not the Christ have to suffer these things in order to
enter into His glory?” (Luke 24:26)




THE PASSION OF CHRIST THE LORD
The decisive hour in the life of Christ has come. It is Holy
Week, that momentous series of days hat have
transformed the world. The Son of God and Son of Man
comes solemnly into Jerusalem, and the stage is set for the
fulfilment of the promises and desires of Almighty God.

The Icon of the Bridegroom sets the tone for the week. The
Lord stands with his hands tied like a common criminal; He
carries a reed as a mock scepter; He is draped in the
8N “cloth” of pain; and His face bears the countenance of the
L v suffering and death to come. The Bridegroom is to be taken
away from us, and so the days of sadness are at hand.

At the beginning of the week, the Parable of the Ten Virgins is read at services. It
is found in the 25" Chapter of St. Matthew. This hymn reflects the significance of
that story: “Behold the Bridegroom comes at midnight. Blessed is the servant
whom He shall find awake. But unworthy is he whom He shall find neglectful.
Beware therefore O my soul! Do not be weighed down with sleep, lest you be
given up to death and lest you be shut out of the Kingdom. Watch instead and cry
out, Holy, Holy, Holy are You, O God.”

Then as the week continues, we come to the commemoration of the betrayal by
Judas, the washing of the disciples feet, the institution of the Mystical Supper, the
Passion and Death of the Lord, Christ's descent into Hades and finally the
culmination of all things, the day of all days - “the Day which the Lord has made.”
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LIFE AND THE PUSSY WILLOW

On Palm (or Flowery) Sunday we receive and take home with us a branch of pussy
willow, which is blessed at the end of the Divine Liturgy. In other Churches, palms are
received as a reminder of the palms used to hail Jesus Christ on the Road to Jerusalem.
We use pussy willows because they are among the first plants to bud open, to come to life,
after the death of winter.

The pussy willows are the first of many symbols we shall use during Holy Week & Paska
that will tie our lives with the mystery of the Passion, Death and Resurrection of Christ.
The branches with their fresh young buds of life remind us that just as the branches had to
"die" so that they could awake anew in Spring, so Christ had to suffer and die in order to
rise again. They remind us that we, too, will die, but that we have a new life to look



forward to as surely as the pussy willows awake to new life every Spring. We share in the
fullness of life that Christ won for mankind by His victory over death. "By His death He
conquered death", we sing in the Tropar for the Resurrection.

The experience of Lent should be for us an experience of renewal or rebirth as we become
more closely united with Christ by our prayer and penitence and by our practice of
unselfishness. What we do during the great Fast is also symbolized by the pussy willow:
we die to everything that is selfish within us and awaken in our hearts, or inject with new
life, the faith, hope and love that marks us as Christian, that makes us one with Christ.

As Holy Week takes us through a spiritual experience of "witnessing" the Passion, Death
and Resurrection of Christ, so may we all experience the spiritual rebirth of God's grace in
us and may the pussy willow truly be a sign of that experience.
