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PASTOR’S CORNER: WHAT IS A PARISHIONER? (Part 1)
In Orthodoxy today, probably one of the greatest misconceptions that we have come to
believe is that just by paying our “dues”, we become members of a Parish. I have found
this statement made more and more around Orthodox Christians in general. It is as if the
Church has become some great “Social Club”. This has become a great cancer in our
Orthodox Church, which actually breeds the attitude that we only need the Church when
we are “hatched, matched and dispatched” (Baptism, Weddings, Funerals). Sundays
become the only time that we “might” go to services, if we don’t have anything better to
do. A priest is seen merely as an Employee of the Parish rather than a man who has
received the Holy Spirit through the laying on of hands of the Bishop in order in a real
sense, to be God’s instrument to the Community. The cancer spreads to the point that the
Church becomes some sort of “cultural center” in which nationality and national culture
are the main focus, and the real purpose of the Church is lost. As the cancer continues into
its final stages the Church becomes nothing more than a political reality - a finely tuned
business - in which people come to voice their opinion since it is then the “People’s
Church” and the majority rules. Committees and bureaucracy then become the norm.
Compassion and love begin to be lost until finally, it becomes the home for political
parties and “fights” over how the Church is run. Ultimately, it becomes a struggle for
perceived earthly power. Compassion and love cease.

Our Lord and Savior Jesus Christ DID NOT found His Church on the Apostles to be a
Social Club. Yes there are many social aspects of the Church which, if we read in our
Bibles the Acts of the Apostles, we will see were very important to the Early Church: the
care of the elderly and widows, the care of orphans and the homeless. The Apostolic
Church spent much energy in this social aspect of caring for those in need and they did it
very well. Why? Perhaps if we want to truly find the answer, we need to look realistically



at 1) What is the Orthodox Church? and 2) What does it mean to be a member of that
Church? We will begin with a brief overview, which I hope will spark an interest in

learning more. Beginning in June, we will begin a tape series after Sunday Liturgy to talk
about the Church and the Orthodox Faith in depth.

We as Orthodox Christians believe that after our Lord and Savior Jesus Christ spent His
three years of public ministry teaching those who had “ears to hear” about His Heavenly
Father and giving us the “Words of Eternal Life” that He suffered, died and was buried
and on the third day, gloriously rose from the dead for our salvation. During the next forty
days, He continued to teach His Apostles about the way their lives should be lived. He
entrusted them with His message. He entrusted them as a community of Bishops with the
deposit of the faith. He entrusted them with His Holy Mysteries and especially His Body
and His Blood, the Eucharist, the food that feeds both body and soul. It is here that we
believe as Orthodox Christians that we are bound together or united as a Church, as a
Community of Believers, as members of the Body of Christ. After our Lord’s Ascension
into heaven, the Holy Spirit comes upon the Apostles on Pentecost Day to strengthen and
enliven the faith entrusted to them by our Lord and Savior. These men became courageous
preachers of Christ’s Word, and after a sermon given by the Apostle Peter on that day,
(Acts 2:1-41) 3,000 people were added to the Community of Believers: the Church of
Jerusalem is now born.

How did the Church live? The Acts of the Apostles (2:42-47) continues to teach us that
the early Christians: “devoted themselves to the teaching of the Apostles and to the
communal life, to the breaking of bread (Eucharist) and to prayers. Awe came upon
everyone, and many wonders and signs were done through the Apostles. All who believed
were TOGETHER (my emphasis) and had ALL THINGS IN COMMON; they would
sell their property and possessions and divide them among all according to each one’s
needs. Every day they devoted themselves to meeting together in the Temple area and to
break bread (Liturgy) in their homes. They ate their meals with exultation and sincerity of
heart, praising God and enjoying favor with all the people. And every day the Lord added
to their number those who were being saved.” For them the Church was a way of life: they
came together DAILY; not weekly, not monthly, not yearly; but daily to partake of the
Eucharist and pray together. Because of their faith and their prayers, their membership
increased daily; a sign of life and vitality within the Church.

If we continue to read Acts of the Apostles, we see the great miracles that occurred
through the Church. Because of their faith and their prayers, many people were healed and
many people were converted to a living faith that “Jesus was the Christ, the Son of the
living God, Who came into the world to save sinners, of whom I am the first” (Prayer
before Holy Communion). Again Saint Luke, in writing the Acts of the Apostles under



the inspiration of the Holy Spirit, confirms that “The community of believers was of one
heart and one mind, and no one claimed that any of his possessions was his own, but they
had everything in common. With great power the Apostles bore witness to the
Resurrection of the Lord Jesus, and great favor was accorded them all. There was no

needy person among them, for those who owned property or houses would sell them, bring
the proceeds of the sale and put them at the feet of the Apostles, and they were distributed
to each according to need” (Acts 5:32-35). There was no arguing, there was no bickering,
they were of “one heart and one mind” because they were not doing what they wanted, or
what the majority wanted. There was never a question of “opinion”; they simply were
doing what God wanted. This is truly what Christ’s Church is all about.

Father Alexander Schmemann, in his book, LITURGY AND LIFE: Christian
Development through Liturgical Experience, discusses the Church as a new life in
Christ: “Christianity is neither a philosophy nor a morality nor a ritual, but the giff of a
new life in Christ, and this new life is the Church. In it, we who “now have received
mercy” (1 Peter 2:10), constitute a new nation under God, which offers to God spiritual
thanks and offering, carries on His work in the world, is a witness of salvation and grows
in knowledge of Truth and Grace; hence the unique place and function of liturgy in its life.
Liturgical services are not one of the “aspects” of the Church; they express its very
essence, are its breath, its heartbeat, its constant self-revelation. Through the sacraments
and especially through the sacrament of the Holy Eucharist, the Church, as one theologian
worded it, always “becomes that which it is”, that is, the Body of Christ, a new unity of
men in Him. Liturgy implies above all the gathering of the faithful, yet the word Church
itself means precisely gathering, “where two or three are gathered...” (Matthew 18:20). In
this gathering and through it we, “though many, are one body” (1 Corinthians 12:12).
Through liturgy we enter into communion with the Word of God, learn to know His will,
remember the death and resurrection of Christ, and receive the gifts of the Holy Spirit,
indispensable for our Christian life and action in this world. It can truly be said that
through its liturgy the Church becomes a “union of faith and love”, as it was defined by
Saint Ignatius of Antioch. The sacraments of Baptism and Chrismation bring us into the
life of the Church. Baptism is our birth into new life; the Holy Chrism consecrates us to
the service of God together with all the other members of the Church; in the sacrament of
the Holy Eucharist we renew the gift of unity, through the offering of one sacrifice and the
communion of one Bread and one Cup. In the daily, weekly and yearly liturgical cycles,
the Church fills time with the memory of Christ. His presence and the grace of the Holy
Spirit permeates all the aspects of our life. To sum up, through liturgy a human society
(the “parish™) realizes itself as a Church, that is, as a new unity, as knowledge of and
communion with God.” (Pages 12-13).



If we look at the Resurrection experience, we see that true life was only when the Church

was together. Look at what happens to Thomas who leaves the community of the Church
to go and grieve on his own. He can’t believe that Christ had Risen! (John 20: 24-29).
Look at what happens to Cleophas and Luke when they leave the company of the Apostles
and head for Emmaus. They did not even recognize Jesus as He walked with them. They
did not know what to make of all the “sightings” of the Risen Lord. On their own, they
could not make it, but with the Risen Christ and in the “breaking of the bread” (The
Eucharist) they come to have faith - they return to the Church immediately - even facing
the dangers of walking the road back to Jerusalem at night - all because they were
strengthened by Christ in the Eucharist (Luke 24: 13-35) and by the Community which
was of “one heart and one mind” (Acts 5:32).

In many aspects of our life today, we equate the Church “building” with being the Church
itself. The two may not be the same at all. A Church building can be the most beautiful in
the world; the most precisely constructed and appointed in true Orthodox fashion and may
not be a Church. If there is no gathering of the faithful, if there is no liturgical life in
which people come to be “strengthened” in their daily lives, if Christ is not present
because you cannot get “two or three to gather in His name”, is it really a Church?

When I was in High School, we had to team teach in our Western Civilizations class about
a country in Europe. A classmate and I team-taught about the then Soviet Union. After
discussing the Socio-economic structures of the various countries and my emphasis on “all
things Ukrainian”, we showed a film. I will never forget it. In the middle of talking about
the then Soviet Ukraine, they talked about religion. They were focusing on a simple house.
They talked about the “outlawed” Churches. All of a sudden, from what appeared to be
cellar doors, emerged a Bishop and priests and faithful, coming into the light of day and
circling the house singing “Christ is Risen”. This house had no banyas (domes), no
Crosses to point the way to heaven, no bells pealing, but yet, here was a real Church -
people gathering to celebrate their faith with great joy in the Resurrection of our Lord -
even to the possibility of their arrest, assignment to hard labor or even death! They came
together to pray - to be a real Church - where they gathered together into a Community to
celebrate the Eucharist and to be of “one heart and mind”.

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The Orthodox Faith
Orthodoxy holds that the eternal truths of God's saving revelation in Jesus Christ are
preserved in the living Tradition of the Church under the guidance and inspiration of the
Holy Spirit. The Holy Scriptures are at the heart of the Tradition and the touchstone of the
faith. While the Bible is the written testimony of God's revelation, Holy Tradition is the



all-encompassing experience of the Church under the abiding guidance and direction of
the Holy Spirit. Essentially, Orthodox Christians consider that their beliefs are very similar
to those of other Christian traditions, but that the balance and integrity of the entire
Apostolic faith once delivered to the Saints has been preserved inviolate.

We believe that God is One in substance and Triune in persons. We worship One God in
Trinity, and Trinity in Unity, neither confusing the persons nor dividing the substance.
Creation is the work in time of the Blessed Trinity. The world is not self-created, neither
has it existed from eternity, but it is the product of the wisdom, the power, and the will of
the One God in Trinity. God the Father is the prime cause of creation and God the Son and
God the Holy Spirit took part in creation, God the Son perfecting creation and God the
Holy Spirit vivifying creation.

We believe that Our Lord Jesus Christ is truly God. He is Jesus, that is, the Savior and
Christ, the Lord's Anointed, a Son not created of another substance, as is the case with us,
but a Son begotten of the very substance of the Father before all time, and thus
consubstantial with the Father. He is also truly man, like us in every respect, except sin.
The denial either of His divinity or of His humanity constitutes a denial of His incarnation
and of our salvation. The Holy Spirit proceeds from the Father. The faith of the Church
about the procession of the Holy Spirit was confirmed by the Second Ecumenical Council,
which added to the Creed the following clause: "And I believe in the Holy Spirit, the Lord,
the Giver of life, who proceeds from the Father." The Church is the holy institution
founded by our Lord Jesus Christ for the salvation of men, bearing his holy sanction and
authority, and composed of men having one and the same faith, and partaking of the same
sacraments. It is divided into the clergy and laity. The clergy trace their descent by
uninterrupted succession from the Apostles and through them from our Lord Jesus Christ.
The Church is ONE because our Lord Jesus Christ founded not many, but only one
Church; HOLY because her aim, the sanctification and salvation of her members through
the sacraments, is holy; CATHOLIC because she is above local limitations; and
APOSTOLIC because she was "built upon the foundation of the Apostles, Jesus Christ
Himself being the cornerstone” (Eph. 2:20). The Head of the Church is our Lord, Jesus
Christ.

We recognize seven sacraments: Baptism, Chrism or Confirmation, Holy Eucharist,
Confession, Ordination, Marriage and Holy Unction. Baptism is the door through which
one enters into the Church. Confirmation is the completion of Baptism. In the sacrament
of the Holy Eucharist, with the bread and wine, we partake of the very Body and the very
Blood of our Lord Jesus Christ for remission of sins and eternal life. Both the New
Testament and Sacred Tradition bear witness to the real Presence of our Lord in the Holy



Eucharist. In the sacrament of Confession Jesus Christ, the founder of the sacrament,
through the confessor, forgives the sins committed after Baptism by the person who
confesses his sins and sincerely repents of them. In the sacrament of Ordination through
prayer and the laying-on of hands by a bishop, divine grace comes down on the ordained
enabling him to be a worthy minister of the Church. Apostolic succession is fundamental
to the Church. Without it there can be no continuity of the Church. In the sacrament of
Marriage, divine grace sanctifies the union of husband and wife. In the sacrament of Holy
Unction the sick person is anointed with sanctified oil and divine grace heals his bodily
and spiritual ills.

At death man's body goes to the earth from which it was taken, and the soul, being
immortal, goes to God, who gave it. The souls of men, being conscious and exercising all
their faculties immediately after death, are judged by God. This judgment following man's
death we call the Particular Judgment. The final reward of men, however, we believe will
take place at the time of the General Judgment. During the time between the Particular and
the General Judgment, which is called the Intermediate State, the souls of men have
foretaste of their blessing or punishment. Further, we venerate and honor the saints and we
ask their intercession with God, but we adore and worship God the Father and the Son and
the Holy Spirit. Of all saints, we honor exceedingly the Mother of our Lord because of the
supreme grace and the call which she received from God. Though she was not exempt
from original sin, from which she was cleansed at the time of the Annunciation, we
believe that by the grace of God she did not commit any actual sin. We venerate the sacred
icons and relics. Yet this veneration, according to the decisions and canons of the Seventh
Ecumenical Council, relates not to the sacred images as such, but to their prototypes, or to

the persons whom they represent.
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SERMON FOR THE SECOND SUNDAY OF THE
GREAT FAST
When Leonardo da Vinci was painting his masterpiece, “The
Last Supper”, he selected as the person to sit for the character
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:{{1‘,‘ ’\{‘?"(Q of Jesus a young man, Pietri Bandinelli by name. Pietri was a
Flilm]  gentle and kind person who was connected with the Milan

~ cathedral as a chorister. Years passed before the great picture

o\l was near completion. There was only one character left to

g}@/ finish - Judas Iscariot. Leonardo noticed a young man in the

streets of Rome who would be perfect as a model. His
shoulders were far bent toward the ground and he had a cold,
hardened, evil expression on his face. He would be perfect for
the painting of Judas.
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When in the studio, the model began to look around as if recalling incidents of years gone
by. Finally, he turned and with a sad look in his eyes at the realization of the change that
had taken place, he said, “Maestro, I was in this studio twenty-five years ago. It was I who
sat as the model for Christ.”

Today’s Gospel shows how much our lives change over time. Last Sunday we heard that
all of us are called to be disciples of Christ and that through our example, we can bring
others to believe because of the faith that we exhibit. Today, the message changes. We are
shown that all of us as sinners need forgiveness. We see this through the example of the
paralytic who is brought to Jesus to be healed. When the Lord saw the faith in this man as
well as the faith of his friends, He said, “My child, your sins are forgiven” (Mark 2:6).
With these words, those around Jesus began to murmur, “Who does he think he is
forgiving sins? Only God can forgive sins!”

Isn’t it strange that when we are ill we run to the doctor for advice and medicine - even
when it is the smallest of problems! But we use every excuse in the book so that we do not
have to face our own sinfulness. As soon as the word “sin” is mentioned, we become
uncomfortable. We don’t want to seek help, we don’t want to get advice, we don’t want to
seek a cure. We decide that we will wait for another time.

And yet, we never think of the consequences. It is harder to treat a neglected physical
disease, even for the best doctor. It often remains incurable. Therefore, to preserve life,
when our bodies become pained and weak we seek help.

One thing that we do not realize is that the sickness of the spirit is worse and more
dangerous than not attending to a sickness of the body. Sin is not something which is
always painful or makes us weak. On the contrary, sin can be pleasant. Before sin can be
wiped out by repentance, it often blinds us so that we do not consider the peril, but
actually makes us feel quite happy. Sin without repentance first turns into a habit; and
habit turns into second nature. Then, even if a person wants to get rid of it, he doesn’t have
the strength. While a tree is young, a single man can uproot it without much effort, but
when it has grown man-size, it can no longer be uprooted by a single man, sometimes not
even by several.

But we should not despair - we need repentance. To repent means to be aware of the guilt
in our hearts and to recognize that we have insulted our Heavenly Father by opposing His
will and not living up to His commandments.



The power of the Holy Mystery of Confession is great and there is no sin too big for its
healing power. The mercy of God is boundless to a repentant sinner. Only in repentance
will we receive the forgiveness of sins. But when we return to God in repentance, we too

will hear the voice of Jesus saying, “My child, your sins are forgiven.” Amen.
